E. 4" of July Fireworks: The Mayor and Town Council shall discuss and possibly take action on
designating FPA, Ltd., DBA Fireworks Productions of Arizona, as a sole source provider for the
fireworks show on July 4, 2012, and thereby waiving the quotation or bid requirements for this
vendor pursuant to Section 3.12.060 of the Town of Gila Bend Municipal Code. Discussion
and Action (Item addressed after item V. Business, A. Gila Bend 911 Memorial Call for
Bids.)

F. PRISM Software License Agreement: The Mayor and Town Council shall discuss and
possibly take action to approve the PRISM Software License Agreement.

No
further discussion. Motion passed; 6-0

G. Budgetary Transfer: The Mayor and Town Council shall discuss and possibly take action to
transfer funds from the Town Manager’s Contingency line item 10-46-700 to the Airport
Department for a total of $21,169.71.

PWD B. Menard reviewed Scott Ave. Waterline project, had a visit from Intel to look at brine
ponds and they were amazed at how good Gila Bend’s were, working on budget and they

She reported that new officers were elected to the Chamber.

TOWN MANAGER REPORT

Town Manager R. Buss reported that he has been working on the budget, several
agreement renewals including court, sheriff, and library agreements and Gila Bend
Transmission Initiative which has really good interest. He noted that he will be meeting
with attorney next week and continue with CivicsPlus and eCivis.
